
Lesson Literacy: Sight Word Hunt—30 minutes

Learning Outcomes: 

Reading: Use Strategies and Cues

-I can use my knowledge of reading strategies to help me understand what I see, read, and hear

-I can read certain words that I see a lot

Learning Objectives:

Students will: 

1. recognize sight words. 

2. recognize letters. 

3. construct sight words with letters they find. 

Intro—5 minutes

-explain Sight Word Hunt activity

-define safety and cooperation rules (no hoarding of letters, no pushing, no running)

-take children down to the multi purpose room

Activity—25 minutes

-Sight Word Hunt: children will work in small teams. They will be given an index card with a common sight word on it. They will search for letters hidden around the room. When they have gathered the letters they need to make the word they will be given a new word. The team that makes the most words by the end of the period wins. 

-Balance teams based on ability. Make beforehand. 

Closure

-Ask students to name one of the sight words they found as they line up

Assessment: Observation

-Can the children recognize the words?

-Can the children recognize the letters?

Preperations: 

-cut out all of the letters 

-write the sight words on index cards

-can be repurposed for older grades using more difficult words
