	Assessment of Prior Knowledge
	Introduce KSA #8 Treating students with human dignity.

Table discussion: What behviours positively and negatively affect human dignity in the classroom? Fill out worksheet (optional) 
	1 minute

	Expectations for Learning and Behaviour
	Discuss behaviours affecting human dignity, discuss scenarios, reflect in partners, and circle share with the class.
	

	Advance Organizer/Agenda
	Explain that we will be discussing the topics in groups, responding to an example of a real world scenario, and finally creating I statements in partners. 
	1 minute

	Transition to Body
	Briefly discuss what human dignity means in the classroom. Introduce new discussion topic. 

Mention that we will use playing cards later to divide into new groups.
	1 minute

	Time

	Learning Activity #1
	-get each student to get out their playing card and form new groups based on suit

-give each new group a scenario

-instruct students to discuss how they would react if they were the teacher in the scenario
	5 minutes

	Assessments/ Differentiation:
	Observe groups in discussion. If they need direction ask them pointed questions and invite them to consider more information.
	

	Learning Activity #2
	Do a slow countdown to get students attention. 

-get students to form partners based on their card’s face value

-with partner students will create three I statements that they will do to create a learning environment that respects human dignity

-use three minute timer
	3 minutes

	Assessments/ Differentiation
	Observe discussion, join when needed, and ask questions. 
	

	Closure
	Time

	Assessment of Learning:
	Instruct students to return to their seats. Ask for volunteers to share. Elaborate on their thoughts.
	4 minutes

	Feedback To Students
	Comment on student responses and elaborate when appropriate.
	


	Sponge Activity/Activities
	Talk about personal experiences that were either positive or negative with regards to human dignity.


	Reflections from the lesson
	-Give students full instructions before telling them to move.

-Put all four scenarios on one sheet so they can move on to another one if they finish their discussion early.

-I had to change the closure activity: instead of sharing in a circle we shared at the tables. Also I originally said we would hear from everyone, I changed my mind once I consulted the time. Instead I asked for volunteers to share. 

-The “bell” rang before I was finished. I wrapped up quickly. I would have lost younger students at the sound of the bell. I should have allowed for the last minute to be wrap up time. 
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
